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“My education was not really affected, only because I was never really someone who had the highest grades in the class. Even in my music lessons, I was always someone who was able to sing but to do the theory work that always proved to be a bit complicated and challenging at times. I achieved my goal how many unsigned artists have, by using the social media to distribute my videos freely. YouTube was a big help for me, this is due to it being known world wide. I mean I have people in Tokyo subscribing and sharing my videos! How cool is that?!”

Her response showed us that she still has deep passion for music, and although opening up about not being the student who achieves the top grades, even in her most desired subject, may have hit a nerve when answering the questions. Tiff has definitely become an international inspiration for aspiring artists, not only for how she has achieved her dream, but also because she has kept to her home roots. Not let the fame get the better of her. 

Tiff asked us if she could say something to her fans that have helped her achieve her dream.
“You guys do not understand how grateful I am that you have helped me get to my dream. I have received so many letters that I am in the process of replying to saying how I have inspired others to go for their goals. That outweighs me even achieving mine, to become someone’s idol has literally been the best experience.
